Abstract: Angong Niuhuang Wan (ANW) and its analogous
prescription is widely used in clinical practice. The application of
ANW has extended from internal medicine to surgery, pediatrics,
ENT and dermopathy, including acute and obstinate cases and ordi-
nary cases. For critical cases ANW should be associated with other
medicines and rescue measures. According to the different Condi-
